Thank you for choosing to outfit your fleet with the Wireless 
Laptop Disabler. Installation time can take as little as 10 
minutes, but often takes 30-60 minutes. This guide will 
provide details to assist you with the installation. If after

Step 1 – Install the Vehicle Monitor Box
Primary Connector - 6-Wires
Yellow Wire – Constant +12V
Blue – Switched +12V (such as Accessory)
Black – Ground (-)
Green – Park Signal Wire (refer to the diagram you were 
given for your vehicles. The correct wire is marked by a 
yellow box around it.)
Orange – Seatbelt Signal Wire
Brown – Drivers Door Signal Wire
Secondary Connector 5-Wires
Blue – Headlight Signal Wire
2 Oranges – Blinkers (one to left, one to right)
Red – Brake Signal Wire
Purple – Emergency Brake Signal Wire

Your installer should be able to locate where to attach 
most of these signal wires without difficulty, and not all 
have to be installed. Many are optional. See the AE Help 
documentation.

Step 2 – Install the AE Software
Insert the CD into the laptop drive. The installation should 
automatically start, if not browse your CD drive and double-click 
Update.exe.

The installation is straight-forward, but please read the 
messages on each page because they can indicate an 
installation problem.

The software first looks for previous versions, and if they exist, 
removes them and continues. This screen explains a few things 
about that process. Read it and click Next.

Step 3 – Plug Dongle into USB port
Your PC should find the dongle automatically and install it's 
drivers automatically. If it brings up a window as pictured below, 
Choose “No, Not at this time”, otherwise skip to Step 4.

Step 4 - Reboot

Step 5 – Configure
Upon rebooting, Auto Eclipse will automatically start. It 
will then recognize that it has not run before and will give 
an error. Click Cancel on the error and then enter the 
default Admin login information. The AE settings window 
appears upon successful login. Make these changes:
In the Advanced Tab, Click the down-arrow in the 
selection box next to “AE Version” and Choose “Wireless 
STD”. Now press “Auto Detect AE COM Port”.

If COM Port detection was successful, AE will sync with 
the Vehicle Monitor box (this may take some time) and 
will then detect that it is a newly installed Vehicle Monitor 
(unless relocated from a different vehicle). Next You may 
be alerted that the Vehicle Monitor has not been 
configured. Click Yes to bring up the Configuration 
Wizard. If it doesn't appear, Click the Wireless tab in the 
AE window and then click “Configure Vehicle Monitor”.

This configuration process sets up the Vehicle Monitor 
box to work with your vehicle. You will only need to do 
this once unless you move the box to another vehicle or 
wish to change the options. Follow the on-screen 
prompts and do as the program instructs you to. Failure 
to follow the prompts may prevent proper operation.

Step 6 – Program Settings
Double click the green or red AE icon in Window's 
system tray to bring up the AE window. You can login 
using the default Admin login (if you are an Admin and 
need it, contact us at 404-403-0556). You can now alter 
any AE program settings. These are all explained in 
detail in the help manual that is installed with Auto 
Eclipse software. With the AE window up,  press F1 or 
click on Help to view the help manual.

Step 7 – Test
Now you should test to make sure the software is 
working properly by putting the vehicle in and out of 
park, and testing any other features you elected to 
setup.

NOTE: If you remove the USB dongle, an error will 
appear. Simply Re-insert the dongle, wait 10 seconds, 

The installer then gives you another screen with text on it.  If 
there was an un-installer launched, you would have been asked 
if it gave you any errors, and if so, it would have corrected the 
problem if you clicked yes. Simply click Next on this screen..

The AE installer now starts. This manual does not show every 
screen of this installer as they do not contain any real info.

Choose “Install software automatically” and follow the 
prompts until complete.

If the install produced error messages, click Yes, otherwise 
click No.

If there were no errors, you go to the USB driver installation 
page, where you click Next to begin the installation. That will 
pop up a black window, and when complete will disappear. 
Once it disappears, press Next, and this screen appears. Since 
you are installing a Wireless Laptop Disabler, click Close here.

Outputs (The 4 sets of Wires coming out of the box)
Horn Alert – Beeps the horn on certain conditions
Force Headlights On – Turns on headlights when car is on
Starter Interrupt – Prevents vehicle from being started unless 
certain conditions are met.
Ignition Interrupt – Allows the vehicle to be turned off under 
certain conditions.

The Horn will Beep only if conditions make it such that the 
Vehicle Monitor Turns Off the car. The Vehicle Monitor will only 
turn off the car if this feature is enabled and: It's been idling 
longer than your set Max Idle Time or there's a Possible Vehicle 
Runaway.

The Starter Interrupt, if enabled, will only enable the starter for 
starting the vehicle if certain safety conditions are met, which 
you choose during configuration of the Vehicle Monitor in Step 5.

Force Headlights On simply turns on the headlights whenever 
the vehicle is on.
